She has also 
led the development of over ten targeted anticancer therapies, including seven 
undergoing clinical trials in China. In parallel to anticancer drug discovery, her 
team is engaged in biomarker discovery to guide personalized cancer therapy 
and mechanism-based combination therapies. Dr. Geng has published more 
than 240 research articles in peer-review journals including Cell, Cancer Cell, 
Cell Res, J Natl Cancer Inst, Nature Commun, Hepatology, Cancer Res etc.  
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
